bargain a settlement before time runs out  leading to painful and
potentially chaotic transfers and reassignments .

On Wednesday, May 26, the U.S. House of Representatives
received legislation to provide $23 billion to prevent the lay off of
certificated and classified colleagues in public school districts all
over the country. A similar bill willb e introduced in the Senate.
There is hope! But we canOt allow hope to become our single
strategy. Only through direct action will we earn the settlement our
members and all employees deserve.

To that end we are asking you to do two things.  First, come to
Betsy Ross Park on the afternoon of June 3 " from 4:00 D6:00. This
is the evening of the OClue Me InO competition at Ross school. We
will rally in support of the students, their parents and the
employees who deserve a settlement! Food will be available f or
purchase. Please plan to come and car pool with your colleagues.
Second, please plan to gather at the District Office on the afternoon
of June 14 ™ at 4:00. Let the School Board know that itOs time to
settle!
